Dr. Norm Evans presented a
detailed | ecture
Sicknessé at the
meeting on August 9. Evans
outlined several causes including
parasites, nutrition issues, and
diseases present in the animal
being shown. He likewise spoke on
treatments and precautions for
stress related issues. During the
spring of 2008, great numbers of
alpacas developed diarrhea during
and after shows. The causes for
this, according to Evans, include
stress and water at the venue.One
wayto minimize stres is to limit
schedulng several showsackto d
back. Having a healthy animal with
current CD&T andat least two
negative fecals prior to transporis
of upmost importance. Alsotaking
your own watersupplyor flushing
faucets/hoses at the venuehelp
reduce illness caused by bacteria.

Dondét wait until
show to start updating shots,
worming and handling your show
alpaca. Such practices only create
stress which iscompounded by
transport and show activities.
